12. The tenderer shall quote rates both in figures and words He shall also work-out the amount for 

each item of work and write in both figures and words. On check if there are differences 

between the rates quoted by the tenderer in words and in figures or in the amount worked out 

by him, the following procedure shall be followed:

 (c) A sum @ 10% of the gross amount of the bill shall be deducted from each running bill of 

the contractor till the sum along with the sum already deposited as earnest money, will amount 

to security deposit of 5% of the tendered value of the work. In addition, the contractor shall 

be required to deposit an amount equal to 5% of the tendered value of the contract as 

Performance security within the period prescribed for commencement of work in the letter 

of award issued to him.
