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A Tribute to Dr. Shanti Swarup Bhatnagar

Dr. Shanti Swarup Bhatnagar (1894-1955), one of the brightest luminaries of Science in
India, was the first Director (now called Director General) of the Council of Scientific & Industrial
Research. His untiring efforts, devotion of duty and pioneering work in the field of Chemical
Sciences brought him many laurels at the national and international levels. As an eminent
scientist who was elected Fellow of Royal Society, Dr. Bhatnagar emphasized on the utilization
of Science for national development and contributed greatly for the building of CSIR.

Dr. Shanti Swarup Bhatnagar was born on 21° February, 1894, at Bhera in the district of
Shahpur, Punjab. After completing his education, he served as a Professor of Physical Chemistry
at Punjab and Lahore University. He played a significant role along with Homi J. Bhabha, P.C.
Mahalanobis, Vikram Ambalal Sarabhai, D.S. Kothari and others in building post-independent
S&T infrastructure and in the formulation of India's science and technology policies. A strong
believer in the application of science for practical purposes, Dr. Bhatnagar planned and
established a chain of national laboratories all over the country for harnessing of science for
promotion of national welfare. In this great national task, he received the active encouragement
and support of the first Prime Minister of the Indian Union, Pt. Jawarharlal Nehru.

A born administrator, Dr. Bhatnagar was always in close touch with every branch of
activity under his care. Dr. Bhatnagar will be remembered for the establishment of national
laboratories and for opening out vast opportunities for the present and future generations of
scientists to pursue research and thereby contribute to national development.

After his demise, CSIR established Shanti Swarup Bhatnagar Award for the eminent
scientists in his honour. In honour and remembrance of the services rendered by Dr. Bhatnagar
to the growth of CSIR, the Sports Promotion Board of CSIR conducts indoor and outdoor
games every year.

CSIR Sports Promotion Board

Sports activities are universal form of recreation. It is also one form of the great expressions of the
aspirations of a person to excel. Appreciating the impact of employee recreation in the development of
leadership qualities, interaction and communication skills that are essential in providing effective service
delivery, organizing sports events and creating recreational environment have become an integral part of
the personnel policy of CSIR.

Towards this objective, the early initiatives taken by a few of the CSIR Institutes/ Laboratories, especially
those located in remote places like, Pilani, Bhavnagar, Karaikudi, Dhanbad, Jorhat, etc., to form staff clubs
are highly laudable. These Institutes/ Laboratories set up their staff clubs, as soon as they were established.
However, organizing sports events at the agency level in CSIR commenced in 1953 with the initiative of the
CSIR Headquarters when it hosted a tournament for the staff of Delhi-based laboratories.

This 'limited sports activity' continued for three years. This 'limited sports activity' of CSIR was elevated
to an All India level in 1955, after the demise of the founder Director (now re-designated as Director
General), Dr. S.S. Bhatnagar. In his memory, the Tournament was named as the Shanti Swarup Bhatnagar
Memorial Tournament (SSBMT) that enlarged the participation of all CSIR employees spread across the
country. Initially, the tournaments were organized biannually having games such as Cricket, Volleyball,
Tennis, Basketball, Table Tennis, Badminton, Chess, Carom and Bridge. The responsibility was then shouldered
by the CSIR Headquarters Staff Club that used to organize the tournament in CSIR laboratories over a period
of 7 to 8 days, every alternate year. The SSBMT held at the National Physical Laboratory (NPL) in 1956 could
be termed as the First All India CSIR Tournament. These tournaments continued to be held regularly till
1980, with a little pause during the China War in 1965.

CSIR Sports Promotion Board (SPB) was set up by CSIR in the year 1980 with the approval of the
Governing Body. The functions of the Board, inter alia are to:

(a) encourage, promote and strengthen the athletic and sports activities of the National Laboratories/
Institutes/Headquarters of the CSIR;

(b) foster esprit de corps amongst the Council employees and to provide them an opportunity to
meet in the field of sports and recreation;

(c) organize and hold championships, tournaments, competitions; exhibition matches, sports meets
etc., on local, regional or all-India basis.

(d) assist in the development, improvement and construction of sports grounds, stadium and other
sports facilities;

(e) affiliate and be affiliated to the National Sports Federations and any other recognized National
Institution for the promotion of sports and games;

(f)  form all-india teams to represent CSIR in national and other sports events tournaments; and

(g) arrange coaching classes/camps to improve the standard, of sports of the Council employees.

The management and affairs of the Society were entrusted to the following members as required
under Section 2 of the Societies Registration Act of 1860 (Punjab Amendment Act, 1975) as extended to the
Union Territory of Delhi Society:

Platinum Jubilee Celebrations of CSIR-National Physical Laboratory.

The NPL campus is centrally located in the heart of Delhi. With just about 21 km from the India Gandhi
International Airport and 6.5 km from the New Delhi Railway Station, the campus can bereachedeasily from
both the airport and railway station.

The main aim of the laboratory is to strengthen and advance physics-based research and development for
the overall development of science and technology in the country. It has established itself as a major centre
for measurement standards, materials and & atmospheric sciences. In particular, its objectives are:

. To develop measurement and calibration standards that are internationally accepted and are among
the best in the world. To offer metrology services to the industry and to the problems of national
interest including for legal metrology.

. To conduct multidisciplinary R&D to develop the measurement standards for evergreen and futuristic
technologies like solar cells, bio-medical, and quantum information processing.

Table tennis, also known as ping pong, is a thrilling sport that combines lightning-fast
reflexes, precision, and strategic thinking. It is a sport played by millions around the world,
transcending age and skill levels. The game traces its roots to England in the late 19th
century, evolving from the traditional lawn tennis to an indoor version played on a table.
Over the years, table tennis has become a global phenomenon, with international
competitions showcasing the incredible skill and agility of its players.

History of Table Tennis:

The origins of table tennis can be
traced back to the late 19th century in
England. Initially, it was an after-
dinner parlour game played by the
British upper class. The game
involved using books as paddles, a
rounded cork or rubber ball, and a
table divided into courts by a row of
books. The sound of the ball
bouncing off the books gave the game
its first name, "whiff-whaff."

In 1926, the International Table Tennis
Federation (ITTF) was founded, formalizing the rules and regulations of the game and
promoting its global growth.

The Table Tennis Setup:
Het Height 15.25 cm

Length: 274 cm

Width: 152.5 cm

Height 76 cm

Net Overhang: 15.25 cm

Table tennis is played on a rectangular table divided by a net. The table is 2.74 meters (9 feet)
in length and 1.525 meters (5 feet) in width. The net is suspended 15.25 centimetres (6
inches) above the playing surface and divides the table into two equal courts.
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Players stand on opposite sides of the table, and the game begins with a serve. The objective
is to score points by making the ball land in the opponent's half of the table in such a way that

it cannot be returned. The game is played in sets, with each set typically played to 11 points.

Rules of Table Tennis:
1. Service:
e The serve must start from an open palm and be thrown at least 16 centimetres
(approx. 6 inches) into the air before being struck.
e The ball must bounce once on the server's side and once on the opponent's side.
2. Scoring:
® A point is scored when the opponent fails to make a legal return.
e A game is played to 11 points, and a player must win by a margin of at least two
points.
e When the score becomes 10-10 (usually called as ‘ten all’ or “Deuce ”) a player needs
to win Two consecutive points to win the set.
e Matches are usually best of five or seven games.
3. Serve Rotation:
¢ In singles play, the serve is alternated after every two points.
e In doubles play, each player serves for two consecutive points, and then the serve
switches to the opposing team.
4. Legal Return:
e The ball must be struck after it has bounced on the player's side of the table.
e The ball must be returned over the net and land in the opponent's half of the table.
5. Let:
e If the ball hits the net during a serve and lands on the opponent's side, it is called a
"let," and the serve is retaken.
6. Volleys:
e Players are not allowed to volley the ball—that is, to hit it before it has bounced on
their side of the table.
7. Change of Ends:
e Players change ends after each set and when the total points played in a game is an
even number.
8 Umpire Decisions:
* An umpire oversees the match, making decisions on points, faults, and other matters.
9. Equipment:
e Players use a table tennis racket (also known as a paddle or bat) to hit the ball. The
racket must be flat and made of at least 85% natural wood.
10. Toss:
e Before the match begins, a coin toss determines who serves first and which side of the
table each player or team will start on.
11. Time Limits:
® Matches are typically played without a time limit, but some tournaments may impose
time restrictions on individual games- an example of a time based tournament being
the “T2 League” held in Japan.
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12. Penalties:

¢ Players (and coaches or anyone sitting in audience) can receive penalties for various
offenses, such as obstructing the ball, delaying the game, or unsportsmanlike conduct.

e Penalties are awarded in the form of Yellow or Red Card. Yellow Card is a warning
card and three yellow cards equals One Red Card.

e Red Card, however, can be awarded on its own too on account of some very serious
misconduct and this results in immediate disqualification of the player/coach from
that match.

13. Winning the Match:

® To win the match, a player or team must win the specified number of sets, depending

on the tournament format.

2. Yoga

Yoga is an ancient discipline designed to bring balance and health to the physical, mental,
emotional, and spiritual, dimensions of the individual. Yoga is often depicted metaphorically as
a tree and comprises eight aspects, orlimbs: yama (universal ethics), niyama (individual ethics),
asana (physical postures), pranayama (breath control), pratyahara (control of the senses),
dharana (concentration), dyana (meditation), and samadhi (bliss).Studies suggest that yoga
reverses the negative impact of stress on the immune system by increasing levels of
immunoglobulin A,, as well as natural killer cells. A growing body of research evidence supports
the belief that certain yoga techniques may improve physical and mental health through
down-regulation of the hypothalamic-pituitary-adrenal (HPA) axis and the sympathetic
nervous system (SNS). The HPA axis and SNS are triggered as aresponse to a physical or
psychologic demand (stressor), leading to a cascade of physiologic, behavioral, and
psychological effects, primarily as a result of the release of cortisol and catecholamines
(epinephrine and norepinephrine). This response leads to the mobilization of energy needed
to combat the stress or through the classic "fight or flight'syndrome. Over time, the constant
state of hypervigilance resulting from repeated firing of the HPA axis and SNS can lead to
dysregulation of the system and ultimately diseases such as obesity, diabetes, autoimmune
disorders, depression, substance abuse, and cardiovascular disease. Owing to its science,
yoga on a regular basis can have amazing results in a human body and we can work in a
more progressive way.

3. Racket sports and its science

Investigating the relationship between anaerobic and aerobic metabolism as well as the impact of
heat, fatigue, and nutrition on performance can be well modelled by using racket sports.
